Similarities

Here are some of the similarities between of yoga and pilates:

Both are low impact workouts
with emphasise on deep
breathing.

Both can be done using your own
bodyweight as resistance and
requires only a mat and a few
props.

Both focus on proper breathing
during exercise or breathing
deep into the belly.

Both require mental focus.

Both aim to increase strength and
endurance without building bulk.

Both emphasise on the importance
of getting into proper pose;
however, both allow modification of
pose to tailor to different fitness
level.

Both are suitable for all ages.

Dilierences
Below are some of the differences between yoga and pilates:

Yoga
Starts with a pose, hold the
pose and then flow into the next
pose, using body weight as
resistance with focused
breathing.

Generally, yoga gives your body
a balanced full-body workout
with more standing posture.
Increases strength, improves
flexibility and balance.

Breathing techniques that
promote relaxation and improve
mental well-being.

Pilates

Adopts a pose and then uses small
controlled movement of arms or legs
to challenge your core with
intentional breathing.

Focus on strengthening and
stabilising the core and tones
muscle.

Breathing techniques used for
energy.

When combined with physiotherapy,
exercises tailored to specific
condition help with injuries
rehabilitation.

Which one is for you?

It is no surprise that yoga and pilates
are long time favourites as they bring
mind and body benéefits.
